TMEC was launched in 2017 to 

teach youth and adults ages 13 and above the facts about marijuana.  

WhatΩs new?  The curriculum has been revised and CLEAR Alliance has been pilot testing the new program in order to  

release the new 2019 TMEC revision statewide by February 27, 2019.
